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Course Description: This course is a part of the Agriculture, Food, and Natural Resources pathway and is one academic year in length. Food Technology and Safety teaches students where food originates, how food is processed, food safety practices, laws, and regulations, and food marketing trends. This course will include a large portion of meat science curriculum featuring several guest lecturers. Biotechnology components are included in teaching students how the world is going to secure food safety and supply for the future. This course is not Culinary Arts and is not meant to teach culinary technique. 
Course Certification: Students will have the opportunity to complete the ServSafe Food Manager course and take the exam to become ServSafe Food Manager certified. 
Course Goals and Objectives: Learning will take place every day in this course through lecture, labs, projects, and guest speakers. 
Needed Course Materials: Students need a notebook for daily journals and exit tickets.
